Minutes of the Annual Members Meeting – March 25, 2007


      

 

1.  Opening remarks were made by the President, Marcus Carr, at 2:02 p.m. with instructions for signing in, updating address, phone number and e-mail list.

 

2.   The minutes of the 2006 Annual Meeting Minutes were read by the Secretary, Jack Walters.  Appproved unanimously.

 

3.   Debbie DuPlooy briefed her written Treasurer’s Report (copy attached).  The report showed a balance of $6984.84, including $642.76 for checks yet to clear the bank.  2007 dues will be collected this month.  An audit of delinquencies is in progress and will soon be submitted to the President for action, as necessary.  Appproved unanimously.
 

 4.   Architectural Control Committee (ACC) report presented by Tom Kirwan (ACC Chairman Howard Swaim was out of town): 

       A.  Deck replacement at 7225 Woodlake Circle not yet complete.  Siding removed from the house during the renovation must be replaced. 

       B.  Temporary mail box at 7000 Palisades Point has not yet been replaced with one that meets the standards of applicable restrictive covenants. 

       C.  In-ground pool at 4467 Blue Ridge along with the associated deck and surrounding fence are complete.  
       D.  Plans submitted by a property owner for a stand-alone storage building (car port) were disapproved.
 

A member questioned the procedure that is followed when a property owner submits a plan for a new or altered construction project.

Answer:  All construction plans are evaluated by the ACC and approved or disapproved based on their compliance with applicable restrictive covenants.  Any non-compliance or enforcement issues are referred to the Board of Directors for action.

A member questioned the procedure for handling complaints about covenant violations.    

            Answer:  Any complaint about any violation of restrictive covenants goes directly to the Board of Directors for action.  The Board will determine if the complaint is valid per applicable restrictive covenants.  If valid, the Board will issue a written notice to the violator, requiring corrective action.  The Board will follow-up with action(s) necessary to enforce the covenant, including fines, court filing and property liens, if necessary.  Directors are legally required to enforce the covenants by all means at their disposal.  Association policy requires the Board to take action to force compliance without divulging the identity of the complainant.  
 

OLD BUSINESS:
Mowing of the common areas was discussed at length.  Several volunteered to 

do this work for the contract price ($1200 per year).  The proposal to allow minor children to operate the Association’s riding lawnmower could not be answered conclusively.   

            Carl Johnson, Gene Presta, and Ken Drake all volunteered to coordinate the mowing effort for the contract price.  Lenore Burt's young-teen son was present and applied for the job of operating the mower.
             The Board of Directors will make a decision about these mowing issues at the next Directors Meeting and, in the interim, will seek legal advice on the liability of the Association for both adult and child mower operators.

 

NEW BUSINESS:
       1.  Vicki Belcher reported that the gates to the tennis court are off the hinges and require repair.
           J. M. Saxon noted that the tennis court net is deteriorated and requires replacement.  Tom Kirwan advises a new net can be purchased for about $195 plus tax from Court Builders of Austin.  Kirwan also noted that the steel posts supporting the net need to be reset in concrete and may need replaced.  A motion was made to approve a maximum of $500 for all these tennis court repairs.  Associated labor will be accomplished by Tom Kirwan, J.M. Saxon and any other volunteer at no cost to the association.  Motion carried unanimously.

 

       2.  Debbie Kirwan suggested a welcoming committee or group who would make sure new residents feel welcome and have a membership list together with copy of By-Laws and Restrictive Covenants.
