1. Reviewed minutes from Annual Meeting, March 25, 2007.

 

2. Treasurers Report:  $9,045.58 bank balance; received $2,400 so far in 2007 Association Dues - $450 of the money collected is from past years assessments.  New billings were mailed out this week to individuals that said they did not receive statements.   Dunn – 7236 Woodlake – dues have not been paid since 2004.  Skaggs – Lot 12 Woodlake Circle – we do not have a valid address – 2 years in arrears.  

 

3. Lots 11, 12, 13 on Blueridge will be cleared by the lot owner’s representative.  They would like to do a controlled burn to get rid of all the garbage that has accumulated.  Marcus reported that a controlled burn is acceptable as long as the Fire Dept is contacted and the fire is out by dark.

 

4. Discussed how to handle assessments for Doyle.  According to the by laws, the lots must be contiguous to be considered 1 assessment.  Therefore, the other lots that Doyle owns around the subdivision should each have an annual assessment.  Doyle claims he is the “developer” rather than the owner.  The lots are on the tax rolls in the name of “Mid State Building Services, Inc.”.  The Board agreed that Doyle’s company should be responsible for the annual assessments.  There was then discussion about how to handle the additional lots owned by Ann Broady.

 

5. Discussed subdivision lines.  Members were unsure if the lots on Windbell (lots 42, 43, 44 and 45) are part of Woodlake section 1.  According to “Bell Cad” those lots are part of Woodlake Section 1.  John Pollack proposed that these discussions be tabled until Doyle and Ann can be contacted and capture in writing what the agreement is for the lots that he is holding as the developer.

 

6. Architectural Control Committee – no report available.

 

7. Discussed complaints that have been filed and the action(s) that have been taken.  Most of the complaints are regarding overgrown lots.  All complaints were mailed letters on 4/3/07 with compliance by 5/14/07.  If no results by 5/1.  All complaints were mailed letters on 4/3/07 with compliance by 5/14/07.  

 

8. New Business:  Election of Officers – President – Gene Presta; Vice President – Lenore Burt, Treasurer – Debbi DuPlooy, Secretary – Jack Walters, General Member – John Pollack, General Member – Marcus Carr

 

9. John Pollack also reminded the Board that he will work to develop a packet for new homeowners and work as the welcoming coordinator. 

 

10. Mowing – Marcus reported that the controversy is the liability of children taking on the mowing.  Since the position is contracted, liability is not an issue for the association.  A motion was made by John Pollack with a second from Debbi DuPlooy that Gene Presta becomes the mowing coordinator.  All in favor except for Jack Walters will be an absentee vote.

 

11. Request for information from John Pollack – ACC - who is on the committee since there are 2 sets of bylaws and who has the authority?  What sort of policies and procedures do they follow?  How is information communicated?

 

12. Website – some of the content does not accurately reflect the spirit of our bylaws.  It was agreed that suggestions of what the home page should look like will be brought to the next meeting.  

 

13. Policy Proposal for rectifying Covenant Violations – to be taken under consideration.  Changes will be heard at the next meeting and vote taken at the next meeting to adopt a policy.  Motion for the Board to work on refining a policy on covenant violations by John Pollack, second by Gene Presta.  All in favor.
